HOA BOARD MEETING

APRIL 16, 2008

Meeting was called to order and a request for approval of the March minutes was asked.  Charlotte made a motion to accept the minutes as typed, Jim seconded, motion carried.

The business portion of the meeting was opened next.  The installation of the carpet went well, with a couple of problems concerning the access panels, but they were solved, looks good and plumbers love the new configuration.  There are still a couple of doors needing the protective sill.

The update on the insurance for the elevator shaft – our insurance will pay $2,000.00.

There was a letter from Automatic Laundry that they have sold out to Mac-Gray Corporation – at this time there looks to be no rate change, but the letter was just notification of the change, nothing more specific.

A letter was sent to 302A concerning the trash being thrown into the courtyard and the loud noise from parties.  This is now in writing, the person has been put on notice and if it doesn’t quit they will be fined.

Terri reviewed the bid submitted from the landscape company covering what they would do, how often and any extras that would have to be paid for separately.  Board agreed that it sounded like the same basic agreement from the previous year.

The discussion then turned to what the standing was on the fire damage in 206B.  The attached emails were reviewed and the matter discussed on what, specifically the insurance company would cover – removal and replacement of drywall in kitchen, dining area and hallway only.  The remainder of the drywall can be cleaned, sealed and painted.  Insurance will cover the removal of the carpet but will not cover replacement costs.  The insurance will also not cover the expense of removal/disposal of “contaminated” debris.  The tenants or owners will need to make separate arrangements.  Will need to see the bids on the electrical and abatement jobs.  The policy will have to be reviewed to check on electrical code requirements.  The contractors in charge of cleaning up the unit and the insurance company are awaiting the final bids.

Person from unit 209B wants to know when it will be completed because the smell is horrible and it into everything – he says that his unit and the contents reek of smoke.  The person in the unit above (306B) says that she had been staying in a motel, but is now back in her unit.  She said that she is having health issues from this and wants to know why it’s not mandatory for the tenants/owners are to have insurance.  The least they should have to have is liability.

The next items discussed were:  the need for a committee to be made for balcony/patio inspection, people posting notices in lobby area by mailboxes to sell items/services.  There are bulletin boards in laundry room for this type of thing.  Also, it is against the covenants for a business to be run out of living unit.  It was pointed out that the English version of the private property – no trespassing signs on the courtyard gates have been torn off.  Also, there is another realtor lock box outside on the post – a notice will be sent about removal, by them or us.  It was suggested by Jim, seconded by Charlotte and approved unanimously by the board members to change the meeting time from 7 to 6:30 p.m.  Jim will change the time on the signs in the lobby areas.

It was asked of Jane to clarify a portion of her latest news letter about children in the courtyard or grassy areas – it needed to be addressed that they had to be under adult supervision in the courtyard.  Also the new address for Western States needs to be included in the newsletter.

No further issues for discussion, Charlotte made the motion to adjourn the meeting, Jim seconded, motion carried.
