Minutes from the February 17, 2011 Meeting

6:30 - Call to Order by President Jim Schweider

Officers in attendance – Terri Nelson, Vern Peterson, Desiree Moxen & Sean Dahlinger

Motion was made to approve the minutes from the Jan 2010 meeting by Desiree Moxen.  Motion was seconded by Vern Peterson.  Vote was made and motion passed.  

Agenda –Jim Schweider spoke to the issue of the water main break in building B. Earl to meet with those individuals who sustained water damage.  Claim adjuster was here and HOA claim was $30,000.

Boilers – Work that was previously approved of by the board is taking place on the boilers.

Building B – Carpet on all 3 floors is complete.  Jim wants to have the 3rd floor of building A finished next month if possible. 

Delinquency Register – Jim discussed the delinquency register and that there is a new judge that is in office that tends to favor HOA’s and is more apt to help recover lost funds from delinquent home owners.  This will make it easier to recover funds and receive garnishments.

Meeting was open to the floor for discussion of any issues with the complex.

Terri Nelson brought up that the light pole outside of the north east entrance of building B has been  knocked over by someone and is about to fall over and it needs to be fixed.  

Vendor sign outside of the main entrance of building B has been knocked down by people who are using that space for personal use.  The sign needs to be replaced.

Main entrance door of building B has been pried open and the strike plate is bent back and needs to be bent back into place so it isn’t sticking out.  The lock still works on the door so that is not broken.  

Unit 321-B courtside unit has a messy balcony.

Eva Wallen – Concerned about the mud washing down from the grass right in front of her covered parking spot. The water washes the mud down onto the parking lot and she has to walk in it when she gets into her car.  She wants something put down that will keep the water and mud to keep from washing down there.  

David Scherzi of unit 318-B is concerned about the plumbing cost that we are paying for repairs.  He has worked in maintenance and plumbing for many years and he would be willing to be an onsite repairs if needed for a small hourly wage.  He wants to offer his services to shut off water in case of flooding in the middle of the night.  He would be able to turn off water faster than if we were to wait for a plumber to come.  

No further business from the floor – Jim Schweider made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Desiree & Sean both seconded it.  Vote to adjourn meeting.  Motion passed
