BOARD MEETING

2/15/07

Charlotte made a motion to accept the January minutes, Jane seconded, motion carried.  There were no owners present and the meeting went straight to business.  Earl said that he had received a notice stating that the City of Aurora was starting a Tiering program in which there would be fees accessed above and beyond the actual water usage costs.  Each Tier would have a fee and this would increase as you went up the Tiers.  He will bring the notice to the next meeting.  He then mentioned that most Homeowners Associations only had a tax audit every other year instead of every year.  After a brief discussion Charlotte recommended that Earl look into the cost of having a review done on the taxes, compared to the cost of having a complete audit completed.

Earl then went on to state that Otis had called and they had talked.  The HOA still owed $14,000 on the elevator installation, due to the collapse of the shaft in building B.  After some negotiations it was agreed that $7,300 would mark our account as paid in full and that they would send a letter to that affect.  The HOA only owes Kosmos $6,000 more on the installation of the second boiler, come the first of April Earl sees that bill being paid.  He’s is also anxious to see the first bill in June – to compare to how much money the second boiler will be saving us.  Earl agreed that painting the buildings was necessary and he suggested doing it in phases.  The first phase would be the portion of the building that was seen from Iliff, the second phase would be the portion seen from South Vaughn and the final phase would be the West side and the courtyard.

It was the brought to the board’s attention that the insurance payment for damages was in the final phase due to water damage in Building B.  Due to the snow piling up and the downspouts freezing up the water from the melting snow on the roof was staying against the building, running in side and doing damage to 3 units and the hallway.

Earl then started going over the financials, how much is in the reserves, how much has been collected due to the laundry room, how much has gone out in expenses, such as snow removal, utilities, etc.  Which bills have come in and which have yet to arrive.  He then moved on to cover the delinquencies and the standing of those owning money.

Earl then stated that the web page for Torrey Pines Condominiums is up and running for potential homeowners to review, real estate agents to get the covenants, rules and regulations from.  The address for the web page is www.TorreyPinesCondos.com .  

Earl stated that he is also talking to Kosmos about maintaining the pool since the ones we had under contract last year wanted more than $4,000 for the summer and we provide all materials.

Earl also said that the landscaping needs to be upgraded – he wants to remove the lava rock from the courtyard – it’s looking very rough and thinning out.  The tree people are also going to be coming around in April to check out all the trees and trim the ones that need it and remove any dead ones.  Earl is also getting bids from two companies to do the parking lot sweeping come spring, DLC and Armstrong Sweeping.

Earl said that he would get together some color options for us to select from for the painting of the exterior of the buildings.  Something besides the pale yellow that is on it now.  Earl is thinking that there will be enough money by September to move forward with the painting.  Earl also said that the contractor was waiting for better weather before repairing the step on outside stairwell on the east side of Building B.

Agnes Coombs came into the meeting and she said that Mike Myers went into unit 208 of Building A, door was unlocked, due to horrible smell emanating from it.  The refrigerator hadn’t been cleaned out and a ham had turned rotten in it.  Mike removed.  Agnes also stated that the police, who were in Building A on another matter, also visited unit 307 due to yelling and arguing going on on the balcony of that unit.  The police officer informed them that if they were called out again, there would be an arrest made for disturbing the peace.  Also need to send a letter informing 307 that the courtyard is not a play ground.  A general discussion then took place on calling the police when neighbors got to loud, or made it uncomfortable to be around.  Earl also said that if we didn’t want to call the police then we needed to get a hold of him and let him know what they were doing, on which date and at what time and he would send out letters and keep documentation on these units.

Charlotte motioned that the meeting adjourn, Jane seconded, motioned carried.
