BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MARCH 20, 2008

Terri opened the meeting with a request for a motion on the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jane made the motion to accept the minutes and Charlotte seconded, motion carried.

Terri went straight to business – carpet installation, on the first floor of both buildings,  will begin the first part of April.  Notices will be posted so that all homeowners/renters may make arrangements to have someone there to open the door for the guard to be installed.

Discussed the insurance claim for $8,000 loss on the elevator shaft.  There is a double claim to carport #4.  The Deed companies for each homeowner are taking second looks at the deeds to try and decide which homeowner actually owns the carport.

Lisa Spring put in a request for installing new windows – this request was approved unanimously.  The next order of business was approving the new insurance policy, with just a few changes.

The floor was then opened for discussion – first item was having a notice posted in a public area concerning specific people being registered sex offenders.  Terri said that the lawyer for the unit had been contacted and he said that the posting of such things would make the HOA liable and could be sued.  It was then discussed how to share the information, without making it a legal liability for the HOA – Terri will contact the Sex Crimes division and find out what, if anything can be done.  For the moment the notice in the laundry room has to be taken down dealing with that person specifically – possibly just post the web sight that people can go to for updating on this matter (FamilyWatch.com).  No background check was run, because it seems the person is living with the owners of the unit.

Joanne was shocked at the river rock in the front – she see’s it as a lot of weapons to be used to break into cars.  It also was concerning about the person in 111 be unable to exit from patio.  Another concern brought up was about the cigarette butts around the base of the southeast exit stairs on building A and on the lawn in front of unit 115A – this person and the person on the 3rd floor don’t smoke – the 2nd floor resident does.  Terri said that she would talk to Earl and have him send a letter.

Another item brought up was the insect/mice problems – Joann and a couple other units on the first floor have started having mice and ant problems.  She wanted to know what the HOA was doing about it.  It was pointed out to her that the pesticide man was coming around twice a month and you just had to call Earl to be put on the list – as stated in the newsletter.  Concern was voiced that a couple of the units that seem to be the breeding ground for the bugs won’t let the pesticide man in.  He was able to get in once in each unit and hasn’t been able to enter either one again – needs more than one application to control the problem.

It was also requested that something be done with all the dogs using the lawn in front of the transformer by Lee’s unit – has killed the grass and the odor makes it impossible for her to sit out on her patio in the summer.  There is also a lot of dog business being done by the end unit by the dumpster of Building A.

No further comments, Charlotte called for the meeting to be adjourned, Jane seconded, motion carried.
