TORREY PINES HOA BOARD MEEETING

OCTOBER 18, 2007

Terri called the meeting to order and then asked for a motion on the meetings for 10/18/07 meeting.  Jim made a motion to accept as typed and Charlotte seconded, motion carried.

Floor opened to general comments.  Eva, from Building B, would like the cleaning people to address the fire escape stairwell – it is dirty, especially the hand rail.  She also said that the storage area, at the beginning of this week, was also very dirty.  The final thing from Eva was to ask if the waste company could put the largest dumpster first, since no one wanted to walk past the first one to throw their garbage away, it would take a little longer to fill up.

Charlotte wanted to know if Earl could let the men know who were going to come clean up the leaves to also get on the overhang above the party rooms and clean out all the old dead leaves, etc.  Earl said that he would ask Adam to do it.

RMP is coming in 10/22 to do the patching that has been marked in the two parking lots, wants to get it done before winter sets in.  Jim wanted to know if Earl could get someone to paint the parking lot.  Earl said that he would address that – he didn’t know how much could be down since the parking lot is extremely rough, but at least the space numbers would painted on.

The business portion of the meeting started with Earl reviewing the 2008 budget, going over the numbers from 2007 and why they were different in 2008 – City of Aurora working on the water tiering program they are aiming to have it revamped by 2008, 2009 at the latest, new boilers making the gas costs lower.  With the lower gas bill Earl is hoping to keep putting $3,600 away each month and by June or July will have enough to paint, re-caulk and sand blast building A.  The last quote he got on the job was $60,000.  With that price should be able to do Building B in 2009.  Charlotte made a motion to accept the 2008 budget, Jane seconded, motion carried.

Earl reviewed the submitted bid by Alligator for pool maintenance in 2008 – with all the work that was done in 2007, sand filters, heater, etc., the maintenance costs were lower, Debbie made a motion to accept the bid, Charlotte seconded, motion carried.  Terri signed the contract.

City of Aurora, as of 5/20/07, has stopped issuing certificates of inspection for elevators and escalators – the State will now handle this matter.

Unit 106, Building B, was setting off alarms and a window had to be broken to get entry – the hot water line had broken and flooded the unit with very hot water – setting off the alarm.  The broke where the owner had installed a washer hookup – that hadn’t been authorized by the HOA, according to the records Earl found.  Whoever installed cut a hole in the wall between the closet and tub, made an attachment to the water lines and then installed 220 volt plug in and ran the wire right next to water line – could have caused a fire with line leaking in the right place.  Earl had the electrician remove the 220 wiring and the plumber repaired the water line.  Jim said that this was not the expense of the HOA – it was the homeowners, even if they were new – it was their unit and they were responsible for the code violations.  Earl said that he would put the costs against that unit and talk to the new owner.

Earl is going to be taking bids for the landscaping in 2008 as the company that is doing it currently is going more towards the commercial end.  Earl is also going to talk to the people who take care of the trees – he thinks the weeping birch at Building B need to be removed.

Earl went over the budget from the last month, YTD, reviewing where we were on budget, under budget and over budget. This month was the first where all bills were paid and there was over $6,000 left in bank – very good!  Earl then reviewed the delinquency section of his report – we are receiving monies from the majority in monthly installments.  

Question also came up about bugs and the spraying for bugs.  Earl will give out the exterminator’s number and said that he needed to be called immediately upon the sighting of any bugs.  Tenants do not have to leave premises for him to spray – non poisonous to humans and their pets.

An owner from Building A wanted to know if the keys were collected from all previous renters/owners because she had seen people who used to rent in the building the other day.  Earl said that he would look into re-keying the outside security doors.  Another tenant in Building A was concerned with the smell from the different cooking styles in the hallways – there is no way to vent them out and they get very strong.  Also another one of her concerns was the temperature settings on the washers and dryers in the laundry room – could one of each be set at lower temperatures so that delicate items could be done?  A sign also needs to be posted reminding people to clean out the lint traps in the driers after they use them.  Eva is worried about rusty water in the tub of one of her bathrooms when she first turns water on – Jim said that if it’s only in the one place then when they worked on her bathroom, somewhere in the water hookups an iron pipe was used – replace that section and the rust will go away.

Jim made a motion for the meeting to adjourn, Debbie seconded, motion carried.
